Fee includes one competitive dressage test and one jumping round at the same level. 
*Additional jump rounds free, extra dressage tests at no charge if permitted by scheduling.  
*If rider  competes at 2 different levels, additional $20 for each competitive level entered. 
*Second rider on same horse is an additional $20. 

Stabling: $15 per each calendar day (5 minutes to all day) + $15 stall deposit.  Eight available stalls.

rails on the ground;  approx 10-12 obstacles; speed slow and not timed. 
Cross Rail Trail: Dressage:  USDF Intro Level Test A (Walk Trot); Jumping Course:  consists 
of cross rails, small logs up to 18”;  approx 10-12 efforts; speed slow and not timed. 
Intro Beginner Novice:  Dressage Test:  2010 Beginner Novice Test A;  Jumping Course:  
consists of stadium jumps, logs, straw bales up to 24” approx 10-12 efforts;  speed 250 mpm 
(trot and canter) 
Beginner Novice:  Dressage Test:  2010 USEF Beginner Novice Test A;  Jumping Course:  
stadium jumps, logs, xc fences etc. up to 2’7”; approx 12-14 efforts; 300 mpm (slow canter) 
Novice:  Dressage Test:  2010 USEF Novice Test A; Jumping Course:  stadium jumps, logs, xc 
fences etc. up to 2’11”; approx 14-16 efforts; 325 mpm. (canter) 

Comb Test: Training: Dressage Test:  2010 Training Test A; Stadium jumps only on grass up to 3’3”, no xc 
  Preliminary:  Dressage Test: 2010 Prelim Test A; Stadium jumps only on grass up to 3’7”, no xc
